
 

GAD Application Rollout Workshop

This workshop is intended to allow participants to become familiar with CEPI's 
new Graduation and Dropout application.  It is intended for any School District 
and ISD staff involved in the collecting, reporting or auditing of student gradua-

tion and dropout data. 
 
The federal NCLB legislation has mandated that Michigan, along with all other states, 
change the way graduation rates are calculated.  The new GAD application is CEPI's & 
MDE's response to those requirements.  This application will track students over their 
entire high school career, and classify them for graduation and dropout rate calculation.  
Users of the application will have the opportunity to change some of the information on 
these students, to correct past errors, or identify changes in these students’ status.  
However, there will be documentation standards for these changes, and these docu-
ments will be audited.  This workshop will allow you to become familiar with this new 
application, the necessary documentation needed, and the expected auditing standards 
these documents must meet.

Directions to Holiday Inn South – Lansing MI 

Directions from points North (Mackinac Island and Traverse 
City) 

• Take 27 South to I-69 East to 127 South to I96 West (Grand Rapids) Exit. 
Follow I-96 to Lansing Exit 104 (Cedar Street/Holt) and turn left at the light 
(Pennsylvania Ave.). Go through two lights (2 blocks) and at the 3rd light (S. 
Cedar St.), turn left under the viaduct. The Holiday Inn South will be on your 
right. 

Directions from points North-East (Flint, Saginaw, Bay City) 

• Take 69 West to 127 South to 96 West (Grand Rapids) exit. Take Exit 104 
(Cedar Street/Holt) and turn left at the light (Pennsylvania Ave.). Go through 
two lights (2 blocks) and at the 3rd light (S. Cedar St.), turn left under the 
viaduct. The Holiday Inn South will be on your right. 

Directions from points East (Detroit and Canada) 

• Take I-96 West to Lansing Exit 104 (Cedar Street/Holt) and turn left at the 
light. Go through two lights (2 blocks) and at the 3rd light (S. Cedar St.), turn 
left under the viaduct. The Holiday Inn South will be on your right.  

Directions from points South (Cleveland, Toledo) 

• From Cleveland and Toledo - Take U.S. 23 North to I-96. Go West on I-96 to 
Lansing Exit 104 (Cedar Street/Holt) and turn left at the light (Pennsylvania 
Ave.). Go through two lights (2 blocks) and at the 3rd light (S. Cedar St.), 
turn left under the viaduct. The Holiday Inn South will be on your right.  

Directions from points South - West (Chicago, Kalamazoo and 
Battle Creek) 

• Take I-94 East to 69 North. Follow 69 North to I-96 East to Exit 104 (Cedar 
Street/Holt) and turn left at the light (Pennsylvania Ave.). Go through two 
lights (2 blocks) and at the 3rd light (S. Cedar St.), turn left under the 
viaduct. The Holiday Inn South will be on your right.  

Directions from points West (Grand Rapids and Muskegon) 

• Take I-96 East to Lansing Exit 104 (Cedar Street/Holt) and turn left at the 
light (Pennsylvania Ave.). Go through two lights (2 blocks) and at the 3rd 
light (S. Cedar St.), turn left under the viaduct. The Holiday Inn South will be 
on your right.
