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Mor e Changes Coming To Dropout/Graduation Rate M ethods

Those of you who have followed the States' progress in changing over their dropout & graduation rate
calculations are probably aware that CEPI was fully committed to running the 04/05 rates (which are
computed in 05/06) off of SRSD data. I’m hoping most of you spent at least some time ensuring that your
SRSD data was as clean as possible, because we were told that we would not be able to edit data anymorein
the old EDN system.

Well, it turns out that they were half right. EDN isindeed unusable, so CEPI isin the process of creating a
new system to replace it. CEPI currently expects the new application to be ready by April, for the
computation of the 04/05 rates.

While the new system is still being developed, and nothing is final yet, | can tell you that they are going to
be using a modified version of the EDN system, which means they will compute a 1-year dropout rate for
each grade then combine them to create a ‘retention’ rate, rather than a true graduation rate. They are
planning to pre-populate the tables with data from SRSD, and then districts will have the opportunity to
make aggregate level changes to the results. It does not appear that there will be any way to correct bad
information that may already reside in SRSD. Thiswill be an aggregate level application only.

One other change that is planned for this application is that CEPI will take all the students that they will be
counting as ‘dropouts’ based on your SRSD submission, and search their database for those UICs on alater
submission. If you dropped a student to dropout, but they find the student at some other district at a later
count, they will NOT count the student as a dropout against you, but as an educational transfer. While this
does mean that we all have to be VERY careful to look for old UICs for new students we receive, this does
have the potential to reduce our dropout rates.

What does this mean for districts? Good news and bad. The good news is that we will still have the ability
to edit our dropout data before it is published. This should come as an IMMENSE relief to those of us
dreading the publishing of unadjusted rates. The bad news is that many districts may not have done their
usual process of gathering datain preparation for the EDN system.

CEPI's current plan is to notify districts in the near future about these changes and start discussing which
buildings should or should not have dropout rates calculated. Their intention is to include every building
possible, but they acknowledge this may not be possible under this EDN-style system. Please look for this
list from CEPI in the near future, and be sure to start your process of identifying your dropout students so
you can respond when the new application isreleased in April.

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The Michigan Department of Education
announced that current retention rate
formula, known as the Phelps method, will
continue to be used through the 2006-2007
school year. This is a change from the
previous MDE position that the graduation
rate would be changed to the cohort method
beginning with the graduating class of 2006.
At this point in time, the target percentage
remains at 80%.

It is imperative that schools closely monitor
data input. While windows have been
afforded to schools that allow one - time
changes to unfavorable statistics, core data
will continue to drive yearly results. One -
time changes may not be enough to get
favorable results in subsequent years. If the
core data is still incorrect, and the MDE holds
to its position of no windows for change (after
this year), you may not be pleased with your
results.

In addition, schools must keep a watchful eye
on internal policies that create retention. If the
cohort method is, in fact, used in the future,
and current classes are not grand-fathered,
those additional retained students could cost
your school and/or your district to not make
AYP.

At the 2006 MPAAA Spring Conference, you
will have the chance to learn more about this
and get all the current information on what
has happened and what will happen.
